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Steps to Salvation 

1. Isaiah 59:2 But your iniquities are separating you from your God, and your sins have hidden his face from you so that 
he does not listen.  

2. John 3:16 “For God loved the world in this way: He gave his one and only Son, so that everyone who believes in him 
will not perish but have eternal life.”  

3. 1 Peter 3:18 For Christ also suffered for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, that he might bring you to 
God. He was put to death in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit,  

4. Acts 3:19 Therefore repent and turn back, so that your sins may be wiped out,

The Love Chapter 

1 If I speak human or angelic tongues but do not have love, I am a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal.2 If I have the gift of 

prophecy and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith so that I can move mountains but do not 

have love, I am nothing. 3 And if I give away all my possessions, and if I give over my body in order to boast but do not 

have love, I gain nothing.4 Love is patient, love is kind. Love does not envy, is not boastful, is not arrogant, 5 is not rude, is 

not self-seeking, is not irritable, and does not keep a record of wrongs. 6 Love finds no joy in unrighteousness but rejoices 

in the truth. 7 It bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.8 Love never ends. But as for 

prophecies, they will come to an end; as for tongues, they will cease; as for knowledge, it will come to an end. 9 For we 

know in part, and we prophesy in part, 10 but when the perfect comes, the partial will come to an end. 11 When I was a 

child, I spoke like a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child. When I became a man, I put aside childish things. 12 

For now we see only a reflection as in a mirror, but then face to face. Now I know in part, but then I will know fully, as I am 

fully known. 13 Now these three remain: faith, hope, and love — but the greatest of these is love. 1 Corinthians 13 

 Faith   

1 Now faith is the reality of what is hoped for, the proof of what is not seen. 2 For by this our ancestors were approved. 

3 By faith we understand that the universe was created by the word of God, so that what is seen was made from things 

that are not visible. 4 By faith Abel offered to God a better sacrifice than Cain did. By faith he was approved as a righteous 

man, because God approved his gifts, and even though he is dead, he still speaks through his faith.5 By faith Enoch was 

taken away, and so he did not experience death. He was not to be found because God took him away. For before he was 

taken away, he was approved as one who pleased God. 6 Now without faith it is impossible to please God, since the one 

who draws near to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who seek him. Hebrews 11:1-6 

The Tongue 

7 Every kind of animal, bird, reptile, and fish is tamed and has been tamed by humankind, 8 but no one can tame the 

tongue. It is a restless evil, full of deadly poison. 9 With the tongue we bless our Lord and Father, and with it we curse 

people who are made in God’s likeness. 10 Blessing and cursing come out of the same mouth. My brothers and sisters, 

these things should not be this way. James 3:7-10
